Bus stops with a shelter, seating, 
close to shops and residential 

Seats have backs and 
arm rests. Seats are 
placed in sunny and 
sheltered areas. 

Community gardens, games 
and other activities in public 
spaces. 

New homes designed 
with ground floor 
accessible rooms, and 
old homes retrofitted 
to include smaller units

Shops and services are close-by, so 
errands can be completed in one 
trip. Residential on upper floors
